DAY 1� CAIRO

Day 12 + 13	 Samburu

Abu Simbel
The great temples of Ramses II at Abu Simbel, one 
of the most spectacular monuments in ancient 
Egypt, is one of the most photographed structures 
in the world. There is also a smaller temple of Queen 
Nefertari, the favourite wife of Ramses II. Both 
temples were dismantled and moved to save them 
from the flooding caused by the construction of the 

High Dam at Aswan. The Abu Simbel excursion costs $400.00 per person and reservations are 
required at time of booking your safari.
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
