DAY 4 + 5	SERENGE TI
Morning drive to Serengeti, stopping 
at Olduvai Gorge, the world famous 
archaeological site. The small museum 
contains an excellent display of Stone 
Age artefacts. Enter the Serengeti 
National Park, home to some of the 
largest animal herds on the planet. 
A leisurely game drive will bring you 
to your safari lodge in the heart of 
this vast wildlife sanctuary. Two days 
of game viewing with your 4WD and 
guide. The optional dawn hot air 
balloon ride over the Serengeti is a 
unique means of wildlife viewing.

DAY 6 + 7	GR UMETI
Continue west across the vast 
Serengeti plains to your luxury safari 
camp in the Grumeti hills, one of 
the finest in Tanzania.
